Aims and Scope

The New Zealand Entomologist is a refereed journal
that publishes articles by New Zealand entomologists
and papers that are of significance to New Zealand
entomology in all its aspects, including arachnids
and other terrestrial arthropods. It is the official
publication of the Entomological Society of New
Zealand (Inc.). Most published articles are the
results of original research but review articles, short
communications and book reviews are welcome.
Papers published or submitted elsewhere for publica-
tion will not be considered, but publication of an
abstract or summary elsewhere (e.g., conference
proceedings) does not preclude publication of the
full text in the New Zealand Entomologist. Accepted
papers become copyright of the Entomological
Society of New Zealand. Authors are encouraged
to be members of the Society.

The journal is published annually, usually in
the last quarter of the year. Manuscripts may be
submitted at any time but 1 April is the cut-off date
for receipt of manuscripts to be considered for the
current year’s volume. Manuscripts received after
that date may be carried over to the following year.

All research articles, subject reviews and short
communications are sent to at least two specialist
referees for confidential appraisal.
